He started playing
basketball at the age of 13, while he was studying Year 7. He played several \Wheelchair
Basketball matches. Further in 2019, he represented the National Wheelchair Basketball
team and finished as runners up. The best 29 players from the match were selected to
participate in the camp conducted by Ramakrishna Mission Vidyalaya at Coimbatore in
October 2022, among which the top best 12 players were selected to represent India in the
National Level Wheelchair Basketball games between 5 and11th November. He said, “I|
learnt a lot of new techniques, during my interaction with the coach, and other co-players.
It was a great experience!”

Her mother works as a care-taker
and earns a very small income to survive. She joined Kings School in her
Year 2. Abisha has learnt drawing and Keyboard in her activity. She is also
an athlete and participated in Zonal matches and won the second place in
100m, and 3rd place in 200m respectively.She also plays Basketball, and
finished as the runners up in the under 19 category in the District Basketball
match. She is working hard to take up her Public Exam for Year 12 with
Maths — Biology as her major. She scored 480/600 in her term 1 exams.

Aldina Rachael is currently studying in Year 11 with Maths — Biology as her
major. She joined Kings School in Class 4. She is confident in
communicating in English and owes her gratitude towards Kings for it. She
is an average student and has scored 353/500 in her Class 10 Public Exam
she has learnt Western Dance, Keyboard and Vocal Singing in her activity
classes. She plays Basketball since her Class 5. In addition, she has
completed her Diploma in Computer applications, a six- month course. She
has been selected to play for the State level Basketball match in the Under
17 category.

Hari Haran has been studying in Kings School since his LKG. He has
participated in several Essay writing competitions, and is a part of the Quiz
Club. He also plays Volleyball since his Year 5. In his Year 10 Public Exam,
he scored 376/500 and is doing his Year 11 with Maths — Computer Science
as his major group. In the first term exam, he scored 430/600 and is trying
to do still better in his upcoming exams. He is a soft -natured boy and
mingles with everyone. He reads a lot of books and Newspapers and keeps
himself updated. His father is an auto driver and mother, a home-maker.




TEACHERS EMPOWERMENT PROGRAMME

It was heart touching and was helpful for the
teachers to identify the slow learners, the children with learning disabilities and the ways to
enhance them in their learning. The programme came to an end, and it was a useful day to
all the teachers.

As a part of the teacher’s empowerment programme, Mr.Anantha Sam, Principal of Kings
Matric Hr. Sec. School gave a presentation on Classroom management on 23rd November.
